Level 3 (NGS) Instructor(s)

Following the guidelines, (blue pages), the Level 3 Instructor works through the flying programme with the student instructor. The sequence(s) should be signed off in the boxes on this Flight Progress Record. The Level 3 Instructor should also append appropriate comments at the time of each flight or group of flights. This enables a picture to be built up of the student instructor's progress and assists in identifying weak areas.

The Level 3 Instructor should only sign the relevant box at each stage when the candidate has reached a satisfactory standard. When working through each stage read through the guidelines and concentrate on bringing the candidate to the required standard before moving on.

In parallel with the flying programme, the Level 3 Instructor should also ensure that the candidate's theory knowledge is good enough to be tested during the instructor training sessions. Instructor candidates are provided with self-test questionnaires, which may be obtained from the GFA secretariat or via the web at www.gfa.org.au, to prepare them for the theory requirements of becoming an instructor. Level 3 Instructors may ask searching questions during a rating test to ascertain how well this self-preparation has been carried out. In addition, Level 3 Instructors carrying out the actual training may choose to do the same kind of thing, especially if bad weather strikes during training. The reference publications are contained in the self-test questionnaire document.

During instructor training, the same publications listed in the above-mentioned questionnaire document are the working references at all times.

When working through the flying programme, keep in mind that the primary purpose of the course is to train an instructor. The assessment at each stage should therefore be based on the candidate's potential to develop effectively into this role. If faults are found which are so basic as to make such an outcome unlikely (poor airmanship, for example), the Level 3 Instructor may have to decide to return the candidate to his/her club for more preparation. Do not hesitate to do this if you have to.

When completed, this Flight Progress Record acts as an application for a Rating Test and should be forwarded to the RTO/Ops.


Try not to prolong instructor training unnecessarily. Organise yourself with the candidate(s) in such a way that continuity is maintained, otherwise frustration and dissatisfaction will set in, probably for both parties

This completed document should be forwarded to the RTO/Ops, who will make it available to the independent Level 3 Instructor assigned to the task of carrying out a rating test.


1.  Club prepares candidate to satisfactory standard to commence instructor training. Refer to Part 1 of Instructor Handbook.

2.  Club applies to RTO/Ops for instructor training, using form as per sample in Part 1 of Instructor Handbook.

3.  RTO/Ops will appoint a Level 3 (NGS) Instructor to carry out instructor training in accordance with these guidelines. At the same time, arrangements may be made for a different Level 3 Instructor to be appointed to carry out the rating test when training is complete.

4.  On successful completion of rating test, Examiner endorses logbook of candidate as a level 1 Instructor, thus enabling the candidate to start instructing immediately. Examiner then forwards Rating Test Report to RTO/Ops, whereupon RTO enters the new instructor into his records and issues logbook sticker to the successful candidate.

If the rating test is not successful, the Examiner advises the candidate of his recommendations (e.g. further work is to be done under the original Level 3 Instructor) and forwards Rating Test Report to RTO/Ops. RTO will follow up a second rating test when the candidate is better prepared.
